Adult Volunteer Criteria

1) All adults serving in Kamakazi Student Ministry should be growing Christians. It is expected that our volunteers would be growing in spiritual maturity through avenues such as Bible study, prayer, etc. 

2) All adults serving in Kamakazi Student Ministry should maintain a godly lifestyle, wholesome language, and a positive attitude. Your influence should encourage students to seek Christ through worship, prayer and Bible study. 

3) All adults serving in Kamakazi Student Ministry should devote themselves to praying for the students whom they serve. 

4) All adults serving in Kamakazi Student Ministry should have active attendance in worship as well as Bible study. 

5) All adults serving in Kamakazi Student Ministry should be law abiding citizens, and background checks will be performed when deemed necessary. 

6) All adults serving in Kamakazi Student Ministry should build-up our student ministry program and our church as a whole. It is dishonoring to God to tear down what He is doing here or the people He is using to serve. If you have a suggestion or grievance, please bring it to the youth minister. Under no circumstance should we speak negatively about our church, our youth department, our ministers, our teachers, etc. in front of the students we serve. 
7) All adults serving in Kamakazi Student Ministry should do their best to be on-time and follow through with the commitments they have. If for some reason you must be absent, get sick, or just can’t make it, please notify the youth minister as soon as possible. 

8) All adults serving in Kamakazi Student Ministry should notify the youth minister of any event, outing, etc. that is going on if it involves the students from our ministry. 

Adult Volunteer Regulations

1) Adult volunteers should avoid being alone with students of the opposite sex. We have godly men and women serving in our ministry, so in the event you need an adult of the opposite sex, just ask. 

2) Adult volunteers should not allow students to ride with other students unless you first get permission from their parents. This is a long-standing Kamakazi Student Ministry policy. It is exists for the student’s safety as well as yours. 

3) Adult volunteers should follow all traffic laws, including the speed, when transporting students. 
4) Adult volunteers should submit to a background check when asked. 

5) Adult volunteers should relay information about students, to the youth minister when they feel it is necessary. 

6) Adult volunteers should first talk with the youth minister before talking with parents (regarding counseling issues, etc.). Sometimes I have information you might need to know before speaking with the parents. 

7) In the event an adult volunteer does not meet the criteria or fails to follow one of the regulations, the youth minister will speak to them privately. I am here to minister to you as well, and I want to be a servant to you. Let me know how I can help.
